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Dear Friends,

This past year challenged us in ways both familiar and new. Across the country, animal welfare
organizations experienced a significant slowdown in dog adoptions, particularly for medium and large
dogs, and we were no exception. Even so, our commitment remained unchanged: to find loving homes
for every animal in our care.

In addition to adoption challenges, the summer of 2025 brought extreme and prolonged heat. While
North Central Florida was spared from hurricanes, the sustained high heat posed serious risks for
animals housed in our non—air-conditioned kennel spaces. Protecting animal health required difficult
but necessary decisions, creativity, and extraordinary teamwork.

At the same time, we saw a sharp increase in the needs of our community. Demand for support
through our Pet Food Bank and our low-cost Vaccine & Wellness Clinic grew significantly, reflecting
broader economic pressures and the rising cost of veterinary care. We also welcomed more animals
with medical challenges into our shelter, increasing both the complexity and cost of care.

Amid these challenges, there was light. Cat adoptions continued
to shine, with more cats finding homes than ever before.

Despite the obstacles, 2025 was a year of meaningful progress.
We completed our on-campus walking path, navigated a complex
reshuffling of offices, kennels, and surgical spaces to finish
critical roof work, and expanded our foster network so dogs could
escape the summer heat and recover in homes. None of this
would have been possible without our dedicated staff, volunteers,
foster families, donors, and community partners.

Thank you for believing in our mission and standing beside us through every challenge and every
success. Together, we continue to save lives.

2025 STATISTICS SUMMARY
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LIVES SAVED & ADOPTIONS

In 2025, we welcomed 1,242 cats, 481 dogs into our care—a total of 1,723 lives saved. Out of these,
1,148 cats and 435 dogs found their forever homes resulting in 1,584 adoptions for the year.

GENEVIEVE'S LONG JOUNREY

This sweet puppy, Genevieve, came to us from Alachua County Animal
Resources after being found as a stray. When she arrived, she had a major
skin scrape and was struggling with demodex mange.

Thanks to the love and attention of her foster family and our medical team,
she received the care she needed to heal and grow her fur back.

Her recovery required patience, multiple medicated baths, and ongoing medical care,
including medications, vaccinations, flea and dewormer treatments, and spay surgery.

Genevieve made progress every day, and her bubbly personality quickly captured the hearts of
her foster family, who adopted her once she was cleared for adoption.
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LIVES SAVED AND ADOPTIONS

Nationally, shelters continue to see reduced dog adoption rates, particularly for medium and large dogs—
the majority of dogs in our care. Despite this trend, we remained focused on thoughtful matchmaking
and adopter support.

Thanks to an ASPCA Adoption Grant, we were able to offer reduced adoption fees over multiple events
and extended periods. While large-scale events resulted in fewer adoptions than in past years, our more
intimate meet-and-greet model and personalized adoption counseling for dogs proved effective. As a
result, our return rates remained well below national averages:

e Dog return rate: 5.88%
e Catreturn rate: 3%

National shelter return rates typically range from 7% to 20%.

Our strongest adoption months were June (199 adoptions) and July (155 adoptions), driven primarily by
kitten and cat adoptions.

Homes Found
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Jin's Second Chance

Jin came to us from Alachua County Animal Resources with severe
injuries, likely caused by an animal attack. She had multiple infected
puncture wounds, required the amputation of one back leg, and was
healing from fractures in a front leg and a toe on her remaining hind leg.
Her recovery included multiple surgeries, ongoing wound care, and
treatment for ringworm.

Despite everything, Jin's sweet and resilient spirit never faded. After
months of healing, she was finally ready for a fresh start and found a
loving family who saw her strength and heart. Today, Jin is safe,
adored, and thriving in her forever home.

FOSTER BARN

Our Foster Barn, generously funded by the Wagmore Foundation, continues to provide a safe and quiet
environment for nursing mothers, puppies, and dogs requiring additional care. In 2025, more than 44 dogs
and puppies benefited from this specialized space.

Foster Barn Success Story: Bradley & Sassafras

Bradley spent 1,521 days in our care after being struck
by a car in early 2021, leaving him partially paralyzed and
struggling with incontinence. Through rehabilitation and
patient care, he regained mobility, but shelter life
remained challenging.

In early 2024, Sassafras arrived with her litter of puppies.
After her puppies were adopted, she was placed with
Bradley. The bond was immediate and transformative.
Sassafras brought renewed joy and energy, while Bradley
offered calm companionship.

On April 16, Bradley and Sassafras were adopted
together into a loving home. Their story is a powerful
reminder that healing, hope, and happy endings are
always possible.
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THE LONG SUMMER OF 2025

During the summer of 2025, Gainesville experienced over 80 days with a heat index above 100°F, more
than double the long-term historical average of approximately 35 days.

This extreme heat placed unprecedented strain on our non—air-conditioned kennel infrastructure. In
July, we made the difficult decision to pause dog intake and relocate dogs to foster homes and climate-
controlled spaces within our facility to protect their health.

While necessary, these limitations affected our ability to support regional transfer partners. In response,
we began early planning discussions for a future capital campaign to renovate our main dog kennel
area, including:

* Installation of air conditioning
e Plumbing upgrades
e Noise reduction improvements to meet health standards

Despite the challenges, nearly 85% of dogs in our care spent the summer in air-conditioned foster
homes, thanks to our incredible foster families.
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PROGRAMS
PETSNIP (LOW COST SPAY/NEUTER CLINIC)

PetSnip remains a cornerstone of our mission to prevent pet overpopulation. In 2025, the program
performed 4,942 spay and neuter surgeries, serving community members regardless of income and
reducing the number of unwanted litters throughout the region.

PET FOOD BANK

In 2025, we distributed 18,900 pounds of pet food to families experiencing financial hardship. As
affordability challenges increased across all aspects of daily life, the Pet Food Bank continued to serve as
a critical safety net—helping keep pets in their homes and out of shelters.

In July, a community-wide plea for support resulted in the donation of hundreds of bags of dog and cat
food, a powerful demonstration of the compassion and commitment our community has for animals and
the people who love them.

While the Pet Food Bank was originally designed as a short-term assistance program, it has increasingly
become a longer-term lifeline for many families as financial pressures persist. We remain committed to
supporting pet owners in crisis while continuing to advocate for long-term solutions that strengthen animal
welfare across our community.

FOSTER PROGRAM

Foster families are the heart of our life-saving mission. These dedicated individuals provide temporary
homes for dogs, puppies, cats, and kittens who are not yet ready for adoption, require medical care, or
simply need a break from shelter life.

In 2025, we were fortunate to have 955 active foster homes, which collectively provided an incredible
67,182 days of care. During this time, 897 dogs and 1,353 cats found refuge in foster homes, where
they received the love and attention they needed to thrive.

Our foster families are essential to our lifesaving work, providing comfort, healing, and stability for
animals when they need it most.

In 2025, 1,106 dedicated volunteers contributed more than 23,572 hours of service, the equivalent of 11
full-time staff members. Volunteers supported nearly every area of our organization, from animal care
and enrichment to administrative support, community outreach, and our Thrift Store operations.

This year, we placed a strong focus on expanding group volunteering opportunities and refining our
volunteer processes, particularly for working with dogs. Our goal was twofold: to remove barriers to

participation and to create activities that provide dogs with more enrichment, exercise, and positive
experiences outside of their kennels.

CONT. VOLUNTEER PROGRAM

One of the most impactful outcomes of this effort was the creation of a 0.3-mile, one-way walking path
through our wooded property. Made possible by the dedication and vision of longtime dog volunteer
Walker Pond, this path allows individuals and groups to safely walk shelter dogs while offering the dogs a
calmer, more enriching environment. The program also provides companies, organizations, and
community groups with meaningful, hands-on volunteer opportunities that strengthen their connection to
our mission.

In addition, we reworked the Doggie Day Out program, streamlining training and approval processes so
more volunteers could participate. These changes allowed dogs to spend time exploring Gainesville,
visiting local parks, or simply relaxing in a home for a few hours. As a result, Doggie Day Out participation
doubled in the final three months of 2025, giving more dogs valuable enrichment, increased visibility with
potential adopters, and a much-needed break from shelter life.

e 26 volunteer groups participated in on-site projects, primarily supporting the Thrift Store and shelter
operations
e 150 Doggie Day Out experiences were completed
e 20 court-ordered volunteers provided essential support in maintaining a clean and safe shelter
environment

Our volunteers are essential partners in our lifesaving work. Their time, compassion, and commitment
allow us to expand what is possible for the animals in our care and strengthen our connection to the
community we serve.

THRIFT STORE

The Humane Society of North Central Florida Thrift Store is a vital part of the Humane Society of North
Central Florida's mission to save lives. Offering affordable treasures for shoppers, 100% of the
proceeds support our programs, including pet adoptions, medical care, and community outreach.

With new management, enhanced social media presence, expanded furniture offerings, and special
events, the Thrift Store contributed 7.4% of HSNCFL's annual revenue in 2025, supporting adoptions,
medical care, and outreach.

Today, Walter is safe, loved, and receiving the ongoing care he deserves—thanks to the generosity of our
supporters. He is still waiting for his forever home, where his loyal heart and infectious happiness will be
cherished every day.

We
do not receive funding from government sources or national humane organizations. Nearly 40% of our
annual operating support comes from individual donors through a wide range of fundraising initiatives.

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RAISE THE WOOF: HSNCF CAPITAL CAMPAIGN

Over the past three years, the Humane Society of North Central Florida has made significant facility
improvements, including a new roof and HVAC system, as well as essential upgrades to our clinic,
exam rooms, and dog area ventilation. In 2025, we completed the final phase of the Raise the Woof
campaign by replacing the roof over the administrative offices and surgery suite, repairing ductwork,
and renovating these spaces to meet the stringent hygienic standards required for surgical care.

While the Raise the Woof campaign has concluded, additional facility needs remain, including
replacing the roof over the Thrift Store, improving parking areas for better flow and safety, and
addressing the large kennel area that was not included in the initial campaign.

Ongoing capital investments continue to be a top priority for our Board of Directors, ensuring the
shelter’s long-term sustainability and enabling us to provide the highest level of care for animals in
need.

Feeline Good Cat Café

With heavy hearts, we closed the Feeline Good Cat Café after four wonderful
years and over 1,000 adoptions. This unique partnership provided a low-stress
environment where many of our shy cats were able to find loving homes.

Rainbow Memorial

In honor of one of our longest-serving volunteers, Rachelle Wright, HSNCF
created a Rainbow Memorial. Rachelle was a beloved member of our
community, and the memorial invites volunteers, staff, and community
members to leave a tag or collar of a cherished pet. Staff hung the first tags to
honor some of the many shelter animals we have loved and lost.
